Saudi Arabia, UAE, Egypt, Morocco and Algeria held roughly 78% of overall new commitments

The Arab Investment & Export Credit Guarantee Corporation
(Dhaman) announced that the value of outstanding insurance
commitments for investment, finance and exports destined to the
Arab region rose by 7% to roughly $260 billion by the end of 2023,
making up around 8% of the global total. These commitments
included 83% for credit insurance of exports destined to the region,
8% for political risk insurance (worth $22 billion), and 9% for

other cross-border insurance commitments.

In a press release on the occasion of issuing the third quarterly
bulletin “Dhaman Al-Istithmar” for 2024

UNCTAD's third Global Trade Update
2024 report predicted that trade
prospects for 2025 are clouded despite
slowing global inflation, stable

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Verisk Maplecroft report: Cost of doing
business globally at 10-year high

A report by Verisk Maplecroft consulting company showed
that the cost of doing business globally is at its highest level
in 10 years due to deglobalization and rising global trade
restrictions. The report added that global business costs have
been steadily increasing starting with the escalation of trade
wars between the US and China during Donald Trump's first
term as US president. The report estimated the cumulative
impact of the trade war on the global economy from 2018 to
2023 to be between $1.5 trillion and $2 trillion.

The number of special economic zones in EBRD
economies increased from less than 200 in 1990 to more
than 1,100 in 2020, especially Turkey, which has the
largest number of special economic zones with 469 zones,
followed by Egypt with 147 zones, Morocco (143) and
Bulgaria (52).
