The Arab Investment & Export Credit Guarantee Corporation '""Dhaman", explained that regional and

global economic growth is contingent upon the evolution and growth of significant activities such as trade,

financing and investment, which are liable to political, trade, financial and operational risks due to global

political and economic events and crises that vary in severity and implications, depending on how, where

and when they occur.

Dhaman said in the editorial that the Arab region, over
long decades, was the theater of several regional and
international economic, political and military crises and
conflicts, which reflected on regional economies,

particularly relevant ones.

Dhaman noted that in an endeavor to neutralize the

order to improve and promote the investment, trade
and business atmosphere through publications,
conferences and other activities, in collaboration

Dhaman said that during the period from its inception
to late 2023, Dhaman managed to offer its diverse
insurance services to the Member States through
hundreds

Dhaman also published hundreds of

Dhaman signed 11 insurance contracts, including two for insuring financial institutions
and nine for insuring export credit, in addition to 25 insurance attachments, at a total
value of $61.6 million, in May and June 2024. Also during that period, Dhaman received
141 applications to insure export credit and trade finance from companies and banks in
eight Arab states and two foreign countries, worth $277 million. It also received three

inquiries for insuring trade finance, worth $79 million.

Within the framework of strengthening cooperation with guarantee institutions,
Dhaman held bilateral meetings with Arab, international and foreign bodies to discuss
joint insurance and reinsurance operations and cooperation in various fields, mainly
including First Ministry of Mauritania, Ministry of Economy and Planning in Tunisia,
Central Bank of Tunisia, Foreign Investment Promotions Agency in Tunisia, Tunisian
Foreign Insurance Trade Company, International Finance Corporation, German
Development Bank (KFW) and the European Bank for Reconstruction and
Development (EBRD).

Dhaman continued its promotional activities in May and June 2024 by reaching out to a number
of exporting companies, investors, financial institutions, national and international guarantee
bodies, business partners and insurance brokers, in Kuwait and a number of Arab and foreign
countries, to promote various types of export credit, investment and trade finance insurance
contracts. A number of new offers and insurance contracts were also issued.

Dhaman also carried out, in June 2024, a marketing mission for bank insurance services in
Switzerland and the Netherlands, where it met with a number of trade finance institutions.

QATAR: (ITFC) and (QDB) signed a memorandum
of understanding (MoU) to support QDB’s SME
Export Development Program, connecting QDB with
financial institutions in key markets in the OIC
member countries.

PALESTINE: The European Bank for Reconstruction
and Development (EBRD) added $3m to its existing
trade finance line with Quds Bank. The move brings
the total available for Quds Bank, which has been an
EBRD client since 2019, to $15m. Quds Bank is the
third-largest commercial bank in the West Bank and
Gaza. The trade line increase comes as the war in
Gaza, which started in October 2023, is heavily
impacting the Palestinian economy. Since joining
EBRD’s Trade Facilitation Programme, Quds Bank
has gained access to over 100 issuing banks and 800
confirming banks worldwide.

UNCTAD: World foreign direct
investment flows fell by 2% in 2023

UNCTAD: World investment report 2024:
foreign direct investment (FDI) in the
world fell by 2% to $1.3 trillion in 2023
amid an economic slowdown and rising
geopolitical tensions.

But the report highlights that the decline
exceeds 10% when excluding the large
swings in investment flows in a few
European conduit economies.

The downturn in project finance affected
sustainable  development, with new
funding for Sustainable Development
Goals (SDGs) sectors dropping over 10%,
particularly in agrifood and water. This
hampers efforts to achieve the 2030
Agenda and calls for urgent policy action
to revamp sustainable development
finance.

The report emphasizes that business
facilitation and digital government
solutions can address low investment by
creating a transparent and streamlined
environment.

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ICISA: Claims paid by trade credit insurers
rise to €3.2 billion in 2023

Trade credit insurers paid out
€3.2bn in claims during 2023 as
macroeconomic  volatility and
uncertainty drove an 11.4 per cent
year-on-year increase in payouts,
according to the International
Credit Insurance &  Surety
Association (ICISA). Results for
2023 reported by ICISA on 11
June 2024 showed that the surety
claims paid by its members surged
by a much more eye-catching 68.5
per cent, hitting the €2bn mark from a significantly lesser
€1.2bn in 2022.

Correspondingly, demand for protection in the face of
economic headwinds grew throughout 2023 for both trade
credit insurance (TCI) and surety markets. ICISA’s TCI
underwriters recorded a 5 per cent rise in premia, which
rose to €8.2bn from the €7.8bn received during 2022.
Insured TCI exposure grew by 4.5 per cent, reaching
€3.2trn (2022: €3trn). TCI claim payments lifted from a
2022 figure of €2.7bn.

Surety bonds play a critical role in guaranteeing project
completion and protecting against contractor default. 2023
surety data from ICISA members revealed a hefty 8.9 per
cent rise in premiums written to €6.9bn (2022: €6.3bn);
while insured exposure increased by 7.7 per cent, attaining
€1.4trn. ICISA said the increases highlighted the difficult
economic conditions contractors and other principals
currently face.

The Schiphol, Netherlands-based ICISA acts as an
umbrella organisation in bringing together the world’s
leaders in providing TCI and/or surety bonds. Given that its
members underwrite 95 per cent of the world’s private
credit insurance business and guarantee well over $1trn
worth of construction, services and infrastructure, their
aggregated data offers a clear mirror to major global trends
in these two segments.

A third but smaller business class written by ICISA
members, single political risks, also grew in volume during
2023. Premium written rose by 30 per cent to €715m
(2022: €550m), while insured exposure reached €32bn, up
by 7.9 per cent (2022: €30bn). Unlike TCI and surety,
however, total claims paid over the 12 months fell to
€146m (€152m).
