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Executive Summary

Pillar I: Pharmaceutical sales

e Pharmaceutical sales of 19 Arab countries are to rise by 5.2%
to roughly $48 billion by the end of 2025, and are expected to
keep surging to exceed $59 billion by 2030.

e Pharmaceutical sales are largely concentrated geographically
as five countries, namely Saudi Arabia, UAE, Egypt, Algeria
and Kuwait are to hold 70% of the Arab region’s total
pharmaceutical sales by the end of 2025.

e Pharmaceutical sales per capita in Arab countries are likely to
go up by 2.8% to exceed $197 by the end of 2025.

e The ratio of pharmaceutical sales to the Arab GDP is
anticipated to drop to around 1.4% by the end of 2025, and is
likely to keep falling to 1.3% by 2030.

e The share of pharmaceutical sales in the region’s total health
spending may decline to about 27% by the end of 2025, and is
likely to keep dipping to roughly 23% by 2030.

e The share of prescription drug sales in the region’s overall
pharmaceutical sales is expected to exceed 87% by the end of
2025, while the quota of over-the-counter medicines is likely
to fall to around 13%.

Pillar II: Foreign trade in the pharmaceutical

sector

e  Arab trade in medicines edged up by 10.5% to $23.4 billion in
2023, with five countries, notably UAE, Saudi Arabia, Egypt,
Kuwait and Jordan having acquired 74%.

e Arab pharmaceutical exports are still modest though they
increased by 20% to $3.9 billion in 2023, while imports surged
by 9% to $19.5 billion, raising the pharmaceutical trade
balance to more than $15.5 billion in 2023.

e The region’s top 10 exporting countries made up around 68%
of its overall medicine imports at a value of $13.3 billion, with
Germany leading the list with $2.5 billion.

e  The region’s top 10 importing countries (including nine Arab
countries) held 71% of its overall exports at a value of more
than $2.7 billion, with Saudi Arabia coming as the top
importer with more than $500 million or 14% of the total.

Foreigsn investment in the

e During the period from January 2023 to December 2024, the
total number of foreign direct investment projects in the
region’s pharmaceutical sector hit 184, implemented by 132
Arab and foreign companies with Capex of more than $5.4
billion, creating over 25,000 jobs.

e During 2024, the number of the pharmaceutical sector’s
greenfield foreign projects went up by 122% to 20 projects
with Capex of over 74% to exceed $466 million and 1,663 new
jobs, making up 150%.

e The US came first as the region’s top medicine investor over
22 years in number of projects (30 projects and 16%), as the
UK led the list in the Capex (over $811 million and 15%) and
France ranked first in jobs with more than 4,000 jobs.

e Regarding the region’s top medicine investment companies
during the period, the first 10 companies in each indicator held
about 26% of newly implemented projects, 48% of the Capex
and 49% of overall new jobs.

e Britain’s AstraZeneca and France’s Sanofi came in the
forefront in foreign pharmaceutical projects (nine projects and
5% each), as Egypt’s Overseas led the list in the Capex ($500
million or 9%). South Korea’s Rafa Industry Company ranked
first in number of jobs (3,000 jobs or 12%).

e The top five countries in all indicators, notably UAE, Saudi
Arabia, Algeria, Egypt and Sudan) held around 78% of number
of projects (143 projects), more than 80% of Capex ($4.4
billion) and 79% of new jobs (about 19,800 jobs).

e The pharmaceutical sectors’ foreign projects covered seven
main economic activities, primarily the manufacturing sector
that acquired 43% of number of projects, 71% of Capex and
77% of jobs.

e Six Arab countries invested in 25 inter-Arab projects in the
pharmaceutical sector, accounting for roughly 14% of its total
foreign projects in pharmaceutical sector over 22 years, with
their Capex exceeding $1.6 billion, or roughly 30% of the
region's total foreign pharmaceutical projects, and creating
over 5,000 new jobs, implemented by 23 Arab companies

e The top 10 Arab companies investing inter-Arab in the
pharmaceutical sector over the past 22 years accounted for
88% of Capex, with Egypt leading the list with 4 companies
or 43% of the total Capex, followed by UAE with 3 with a
share of 33%, then Saudi Arabia with 2 and with a share of
9%.
